Hearing #1: Hearing #1: Twisted Attitudes, Business Owner: Lori Jean Kleven, Property Site: 111 Federal Av., (Near M-55 & Federal Intersection)

Property #: 72-011-214-001-0140 (Property Owner: Justin Gleason)

Request: Special Land Use and Site Plan Review requested to convert the currently unoccupied portion of this commercial building into a retail store. (600 s.f.) They will carry general household merchandise, adult & children’s apparel, gifts, novelties, LOGO items, recreational and power sports gear, and more. Motion made by Nielsen, support by Priebe to table this matter until the following items have been completed: A scaled drawing of the location, Building Agency approval, The parking area should be clearly marked on a gravel base so that there is no confusion about where to park, this will include handi-cap parking. A row of split rail fence or timbers to be installed for the purpose of directing drivers into the parking area. This should be placed 15’ inside the property line so that the only way customers can park is parallel. There are to be no freestanding signs. Petitioner is to contact Land Use when these items are complete to reschedule a hearing. All Ayes, Motion Carried. 

Hearing #2: Not Greedy: Non-Profit resale outdoor sales, Property #: 72-011-211-013-0250, Business & Property Owner: Merry Felks (Not present), Property Site:  6415 W. Houghton Lake Dr. Request: Change the already approved location of outdoor sales items and customer parking spaces. Motion by Nielsen, support by Priebe to allow for a change in outdoor sales space with the following conditions: (1) All conditions from the September 13, 2010 Hearing will remain in place with the exception of the outdoor sales area location and items allowed in that area. (2) By no later than June 13, 2011 a fence will be constructed along the westerly lot line that will consist of 4 x 4 posts, in a similar fashion to the adjacent parcel, these posts are to be 3’ high and painted for easy visibility. (3) By no later than June 13, 2011 Each 10’ x 20’ parking spaced as shown on the drawing needs to be clearly marked on the gravel. (4) There are to be No RV Sales as this parcel does not meet the minimum square footage requirement. (4) The park & sell spaces are not to exceed the face of the building and are for the purpose of selling motor vehicles only. (5) Household items will no longer be sold outside of the building with the exception of the front porch.  All Ayes. Motion Carried. 
Hearing #3: Our Hometown Builder, Business & Property Owner: David Vasher, (Not Present), Property Site: 8148 W. Houghton Lake Dr. , (Across from K-Mart), Property #: 72-011-433-259-0000, Request: Convert the currently vacant commercial building into a building material storage and office space. (960s.f. Total). Mr. Vasher did not attend the meeting or send anyone to represent his request. 2 members of the community were present to request additional information and express their concern about the trash accumulation.  Motion by Nielsen, support by Akin to table due to lack of representation. Request by Akin to administer the blight ordinance and follow-up with Mr. Vasher. All Ayes, Motion carried.
