Motion by S Nielsen, support by Priebe to approve the minutes of May 9, 2011 regular meeting, as presented. Voice Vote: all present Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried, Minutes Approved.
Hearing #1: RIP’S Popcorn Group, Business Owner: Dave Riebschleger, Property Site: 725 Loxley Rd., (Near M-55 & Loxley Intersection @ The Plaza), Property #: 72-011-300-001-1000. Request: Special Exception Use to allow a Medical Marijuana Dispensary. Mr. Riebschleger requested a variance from Roscommon Township Ordinance 4.27 (B) stating that (4) Adult smoking stores can not be within 1000’ of a church. He questioned the use of the 4.27 ordinance, stated he understands if 4.27 is used to decide his case but requested that if it could not be granted by the use of section 4.27 that the use should be allowed through the use of the general C-1 zoning ordinance. K Akin stated that through the advisement of council the C-1 general zoning ordinance will not be used to make this decision. Based on advisement, 4.27 is the appropriate ordinance and will be used for this case. After discussion and public comment K Akin asked for a motion to approve the variance request of 180’ (+/-). No board member made a motion. K Akin then asked for a motion to Deny the request to allow a variance from 4.27 for 180’ (+ or -). Motion made by Nielsen, supported by T Akin. Roll Call Vote: K Akin, aye, Nielsen, aye, Priebe nay, T Akin, aye, Patterson absent; Motion carried applicant was denied.     

Hearing #2: Center for Compassionate Care, Business Owner: F. Wayne Dagit, Property Site: 6780 W. Houghton Lake Dr., (Near Dale’s Auto Body on M-55), Property #: 72-011-350-101-0000 (Owner: Linda Larson). Request: Special Exception Use to allow a Medical Marijuana Dispensary. Mr. Dagit had requested to allow a variance from Roscommon Township Ordinance 4.27 (B) stating that (4) Adult smoking stores can not be within 1000’ of a church, and 500’ of a residentially zoned district, or to allow the use by using the general C-1 zoning ordinance. The applicant did not appear therefore the hearing is moved to July 11, 2011. On July 11, 2011 if the applicant does not appear this matter will be automatically denied. This decision was based on the consensus of the board. The hearing was moved to July 11, 2011.   

Hearing #3: Bud-eeze, Business Owner: Matthew Vick, Property Site: 5729 W. Houghton Lake Dr., (Near M-55 & Towerhill), 
Property #: 72-011-213-006-0420 & 72-011-213-006-0440, (Owner: Tim Mulder). Request: Special Exception Use to allow a Medical Marijuana Dispensary. Mr. Vick requested to allow a variance from Roscommon Township Ordinance 4.27 (B) stating that (4) Adult smoking stores can not be within 1000’ of a church and 500’ of a residentially zoned district or asked to allow the use by using the general C-1 zoning ordinance. . K Akin stated that through the advisement of council the C-1 general zoning ordinance will not be used to make this decision. Based on advisement, 4.27 is the appropriate ordinance and will be used for this case. After discussion and public comment K Akin asked for a motion to approve the variance request of 180’ (+/-). No board member made a motion. K Akin then asked for a motion to Deny the request to allow a variance from 4.27 for 180’ (+ or -). Motion made by Nielsen, supported by T Akin. Roll Call Vote: K Akin, aye, Nielsen, aye, Priebe aye, T Akin, aye, Patterson absent; Motion carried applicant was denied.
