Motion by Priebe, support by Patterson to approve the minutes of July 18, 2011 special meeting, as presented. Voice Vote: all present Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried, Minutes Approved.
Hearing #1: Gary Daniels
Property Site: 72-011-0202-011-0040

Request: Allow for commercial use fenced-in outdoor storage on currently unimproved C-1 property. Allow for the future construction of a storage building meeting all setbacks at the date of construction.

Motion: by Nielsen, supported by Patterson to approve the use of fence-enclosed outdoor storage of 100’ x 100’ on the North Westerly corner of the parcel as the drawing indicates with the following stipulations (1) the solid-panel privacy fence on the sides and rear of the parcel are to be not less than 6’ high and not more than 8’ high (2) The front portion of the fence that faces Heightsview drive could have a more visible type of fencing, such as chain-link, if desired, not less than 6’ high or greater than 8’ high & must have natural plantings directly in-front of the fence for beautification. (3) There is to be no sales of anything from this parcel. (4) If a sign, or construction of anything other than the approved fence is desired at a later date a permit will be required. All Ayes, Motion carried.      
Hearing #2: Ultimate Sales (Retail and Consignment) Owner:  Joseph and John Bakun: 

Property Site: 72-011-211-016-0240 Address:  6089 W. Houghton Lake Dr. 

 Request: to maintain his currently approved use (of outdoor Sales of legal, up-to-date, licensed recreational items including hoists and vehicles within the 20’ x 25’ location on the easterly portion of the property, to allow adequate room for customers to navigate the parking lot the M-55 access will not need to be closed, No vehicles within 25’ of M-55 and 35’ of the side street to allow for an unobstructed view, the building inspector must issue an occupancy permit before indoor sales are conducted to insure building meets all local building codes and no selling of recreational units) 

Add:  the use of (2) apartment units in the front commercial building along with a small portion for indoor sales.      

Dismissal: Due to the petitioners untimely filing and failure to pay the fees associated with the hearing it has been dismissed. If the petitioner would like his case to be reviewed he was asked to file the paperwork and pay the fee on or before August 12, 2011 for the September 12, 2011 meeting. 

Discussion: Land Use Officers visited Needy Not Greedy on August 1, 2011 due to multiple complaints about the excessive For Sale items and vehicles being placed in unapproved areas of the parcel. This prompted the attached letter from owner Merry Felk. Gary Daniels represented Merry. It is the Planning Commissions request that ALL prior conditions of their approval be met including the placement of the fence on the westerly side of the parcel. The fence is ordered to be in place by September 1, 2011. It was reiterated that NO For Sale items of any kind are to be located outside of the approved locations. The expansion of the indoor sales area will not be an issue as there is still ample parking for the added sales space, however it is necessary that building permit(s) be obtained as this is a requirement prior to any construction activity. Any further expansion of the indoor sales space will require another site plan review by this board. Gary Daniels assured the board that everything will be done as requested and there will not be any future issues.     
Motion made by Priebe, supported by Nielsen to adjourn at 8:41 pm. All Ayes, No Nays. Motion Carried.
