
ARTICLE XI

I - INDUSTRIAL

SECTION 11.1    DESCRIPTION AND PURPOSE

This zone is intended to accommodate the industrial needs of the Township.

SECTION 11.2    USE REGULATIONS (Rev. 6/2000)
Land and/or buildings in the industrial zone may be used for any of the following uses:


A.  Manufacture, compounding, processing, and packing of such products as candy,
cosmetics, drugs, perfumes, ceramics, and food products.


B.  The manufacture, compounding, assembly or treatment of articles from the following previously prepared material, including but not limited to:  Aluminum, bone, cellophane, canvas, cloth, ink, feather, feet, fibers, fur, glass, hair, leather, paint, paper, plastics, rubber, tin, iron, steel, wood, and yarn.


C.  Enclosed storage facilities, metal working shops or welding shops


D.  As a Special Land Use only:  Concrete products factories, towing operations, 
impound yards and recycling operations other than automotive and rubber salvage 
yards.

SECTION 11.3    AREA REGULATIONS (Rev. 5/02)
No building or structure nor the enlargement of the same, shall be erected unless the following yards and lot area requirements are provided and maintained in connection with such building structure or enlargement:


A.  Front Setback -  There shall be a minimum front setback of seventy-five (75) 


feet.


B.  Side Yard -  There shall be a minimum side yard of twenty (20) feet in this district except on the street side of corner lots where thirty-five (35) feet shall be required.  Where an industrial district abuts a residential zone on the side, a thirty-five (35) foot side yard shall be maintained.


C.  Rear Yard -  There shall be a minimum rear yard of fifty (50) feet.


D.  Any use permitted in the R-1 Residential district may be permitted in this district, 
provided they meet with all of the regulations of the R-1 Residential district.  Any lot 
used for residential purposes shall have a minimum of 12,000 square feet.(Rev. 5/02)
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E.  The Roscommon Township Land Use Officer, hereafter referred to as the Land 
Use Officer, shall have the authority to approve non-conforming access ramps 

provided the following criteria are met:



1.  The Land Use Officer determines that access is not feasible at any other 


location of structure.  

 

2.  The greatest set-back will be maintained by determination of the Land Use 


Officer.



3.  No access, in any event shall be wider than (6) six feet, including any 



overhang, five feet without any overhang. 



4.  The Land Use Officer may, however, refer such requests he deems 



extraordinary to the Zoning Board of Appeals.

 

5.  Access meets applicable ADA "Americans with Disabilities", Public Law 

101-336.

SECTION 11.4    OFF-STREET PARKING
All developments in this zone shall be required to provide an area for off-street parking facilities on private property in the ratio of one (1) square foot of parking area for each one square foot of building area.
