
ARTICLE XII Part 2 

A-1 AGRICULTURE

SECTION 12/2.1  DESCRIPTION AND PURPOSE

This zone is intended for special use not covered under A Agriculture, It is not intended to limit or restrict special land use requirements not covered under other zoning ordinances.

SECTION 12/2.2    USE REGULATIONS (Rev. 11/6/01 - 4/2/02, Res. 2006-7-11, Res. 2009-6-2)
Land and/or buildings in the A-1 agricultural zone shall be used for the following purposes only:


A.  Any use permitted in A-Agricultural Zone.


B.  Any use permitted in the R-1 Residential zone.


C.  Special land uses or activities:



1.  Mobile home subdivisions, provided they meet the requirements, standards, 
and any conditions imposed under Sections 4.15 and 4.17.



2.  Mobile home parks, provided they meet the requirements, standards and any 
conditions imposed under Sections 4.17 and 4.18.



3.  Campgrounds, provided they meet with Act No. 368 of Public Acts 1978, 
effective September 30, 1978, or any amendments hereto, and any 
requirements, standards and any conditions imposed under Section 4.17.

4.  Mining, provided it meets with the requirements, standards and any conditions imposed under Sections 4.17 and 4.20.



5.  Junk and salvage yards, provided there shall be a minimum of 150 foot 
setback from any street, highway or road right-of-way and property lines; a 150 
foot green belt perimeter of 50% evergreen around the entire land use or activity; 
fencing, screening and landscaping shall be submitted along with plans; the use 
or activity shall meet with Act No 219 of Public Acts of 1966, effective January 1, 
1973, or any amendments thereto, and any requirements, standards and any 
conditions imposed under Section 4.17.


D.  Bed and Breakfast.


E.  Fencing installers, welding shops, metal/wood/plastic fabricating, contractors, 
warehouses, indoor and outdoor storage, and, at the sole discretion of the Planning 
Commission, uses similar in character to the above listed uses.

SECTION 12/2.3    AREA REGULATIONS

No building or structure nor the enlargement of any building or structure shall be hereafter erected unless the following requirements are met:


A.  Those requirements as listed under A Agriculture Section 12/1.3.


B.  The Roscommon Township Land Use Officer, hereafter referred to as the Land Use Officer, shall have the authority to approve non-conforming access ramps provided the following criteria are met:



1.  The Land Use Officer determines that access is not feasible at any other 


location of structure.



2.  The greatest setback will be maintained by determination of the Land Use 


Officer.



3.  No access, in any event shall be wider than (6) six feet, including any 



overhang, five feet with out any overhang.



4.  The Land Use Officer may, however, refer such requests he deems 



extraordinary to the Zoning Board of Appeals.



5.  Access meets applicable ADA "Americans with Disabilities Act", Public Law
