
ARTICLE XIII

ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT

SECTION 13.1    ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL(Amended 12/7/99)

The Land Use Officer appointed by the Township Board, is hereby authorized to direct, supervise, and enforce the provisions of this Ordinance and any requirements, standards or conditions imposed under a special land use or activity permit.  The Land Use Officer’s duties shall include, among others, the following:  investigation of ordinance violation; issuing and serving ordinance violation notices; issuing and serving appearance tickets as authorized under Public Act 147 of 1968, as amended (MCL 764.9c);  issuing and serving municipal ordinance violation notices and municipal civil infraction citations as authorized under Public Act 12 of 1994, as it may from time to time be amended (MCL 600-8701, et seq):  appearance in court or other ordinance enforcing duties as may be delegated by the township board, township supervisor or assigned by the township attorney.

SECTION 13.2    LAND USE CERTIFICATES

A.  Application:  Before any change of use of any building or parcel of land is 
undertaken, the owner, or his duly-authorized agent, shall apply to the Land Use Officer 
for a Land Use Certificate on forms provided by the Township.  The application shall 
include the name and address of the owner, the intended use, a sketch which includes 
the lot dimensions, size and location of existing structures, distances between 
structures, dimensions, size and location on the lot of the proposed structure, 
dimensions of front, side, and rear yards and estimated cost of structure and proposed 
signs.


B.  Issuance:  Whenever the uses as set forth in the application are in conformity with 
the provisions of this Ordinance, excepting herefrom any application for a special land 
use or activity permit, the Land Use Officer shall issue the owner or his agent a Land 
Use Certificate within ten (10) days, exclusive of Sundays and Holidays, of the filing 
thereof.  In any case, where a Land Use Certificate is refused, the cause shall be stated 
in writing to the applicant within ten (10) days of application be certified mail.

C.  Revocation:  The Land Use Officer  shall have the power to revoke or cancel any Land Use Certificate or any special land use or activity permit for the failure or neglect to comply with the provisions of this Ordinance, or the requirements, standards or any conditions imposed upon a special land use or activity permit, or in the case of false statements or misrepresentation in the application.  The owner shall be notified by mail.  Any revocation or cancellation of a Special Land Use or Activity Permit by the Land Use Officer may be appealed  to the Roscommon Township Planning Commission.  

SECTION 13.3    FEES
Permit fees shall be set by the Township Board.





                                 SECTION 13.4 - ADMINISTRATION & ENFORCEMENT  

SECTION 13.4    VIOLATIONS AND PENALTY (Amended 12/17/00, Amended Resolution 2007.7.3)

A.  Any person, firm, or corporation, who violates, disobeys, omits, neglects, or refuses 
to comply with, or who resists enforcement of any of the provision of this Ordinance is 
responsible for a municipal civil infraction, subject to payment of a civil fine (as 
authorized by Section 21 of Act # 359 of the Public Acts of 1947, as amended, and the 
Roscommon Township Municipal Ordinance Violations Bureau Ordinance.)

B.  Repeat offenses under this Ordinance shall be subject to increased fines.  As used in this Section, “repeat offense” means a second (or any subsequent) violation of the same requirement or provision of this Ordinance within any three (3) year period for which the person admits responsibility or is determined to be responsible.  

C.  The amount of the fines under this Section shall be according to a schedule set by the  Township Board.
